“Much of our 
art work is extremely affordable, so anyone can collect original 
art” says Jo Storey, Director and Owner.

 “We are primarily a representational gallery, so we focus on real-
ism, impressionism to photo realism paintings and photography,” 
says Storey. “There are also contemporary elements in our gallery 
found in the form of glass and pottery.”

The Savage Art Studios and Gallery represents some 25 Minnesota 
artists, plus up to 10 professional artists, who do their creative work 
on-site in their SASG studios. Customers also have the opportu-
nity to commission works from represented artists.  “If someone 
wants a painting or specifi c work, we will match them with an 
artist based on the medium, the type of work and their budget,” 
Storey said. “The artists represented by this studio and gallery 
have studied their craft for up to 40 years and are all regionally 
or nationally known.”
